COST

The cost of this program is $185.00/student, and $85.00/chaperone. For each class attending, one teacher may attend free of charge.

CANCELLATION POLICY

By January 19th 2008 the school must confirm the number of classes attending JUMP. After this date, the $250.00 registration deposit will not be returned or deducted from the final invoice if there is a decrease in the number of classes. 
Guaranteed participant numbers must be provided seven days prior to arrival. Billing will be based on the guaranteed participant count, or the actual number of participants, whichever number is greater. Individual cancellations not received within 48 hours prior to arrival will be included in the invoice. No refunds will be granted to students who for any reason leave the camp after arrival. 
ACCOMMODATIONS


Teachers, students, and chaperones will stay at Waterloo College Hall, located at 88 Seagram Drive in Waterloo. This residence contains single bedrooms with semi-private washrooms. There is a common lounge on each floor.
In the case of circumstances beyond our control, the university reserves the right to change room or building assignments.  We will provide as much notice as possible.
Amenities

All residence rooms are supplied with a pillow, sheet, and towel.  Pay phones are available in each residence.  Please ensure that your group brings all personal items required.  
Rooming List
A residence rooming list will be provided to the co-ordinating teacher by the end of February.  This rooming list must be completed and returned to the JUMP office seven days prior to the arrival of the group. Additions, deletions and alterations to the rooming list must be received prior to arrival. Please print clearly. 
Keys
A $50.00 fee will be charged to the school for each set of keys lost or not returned at the time of check-out.
SUPERVISION/SECURITY

A 1:10 ratio of chaperones and students must be provided at all times.  Night supervision for your school can be arranged at a rate of $20.00/hour for a team of two supervisors.
MEALS



The cost of meals is included in the price of the camp. Please ensure that any dietary restrictions, allergies, or regulations are noted on registration forms.
    

COURSES 

JUMP classes will participate in seven courses. Updated course information will be distributed by the end of February. Please return the course selection form as soon as possible to ensure priority in course selection. Due to limitations, we cannot guarantee that classes will receive their top choices in course selection. If required, the JUMP office reserves the right to make changes to the course schedule. 

POOL

As an evening activity, classes are invited to use the Olympic-sized swimming pool. For safety purposes, classes mainly have access to the shallow portion of the pool. The pool is supervised by lifeguards employed by Wilfrid Laurier University’s Athletic Complex. All lifeguards are NLS certified and supervision ratios comply with those outlined by the Ontario public pool regulations. Please consult board regulations regarding the use of swimming pools.
HAWK’S NEST/TURRET
The Hawk’s Nest/Turret is available for social purposes as a night time activity, as an alternative to swimming. This is also the location of the JUMP dance. The dance is intended to provide an opportunity for students to socialize and have fun with other schools. Please let the JUMP office know if the class does not wish to participate in the dance, so that alternative arrangements can be made. 
PARKING




Parking is complimentary and is available in designated parking lots 9, or 31. Failure to park in designated lots may result in a ticket and/or tow. 
BUSES 

If space permits, buses can be unloaded on Seagram Drive in front of Waterloo College Hall. Otherwise, buses may unload in parking lot #9, located across the street from Waterloo College Hall.  Buses must park in lot #9.
SMOKING IN UNIVERSITY BUILDINGS
Smoking is prohibited inside and within 10 meters of university buildings. Laurier limits exposure to second-hand smoke to reflect the university’s commitment to provide a healthy and safe environment for work and study, and ensure legislative compliance.

ALCOHOL POLICY

ACCOUNTABILITY
Damage to University Property
